We think that Capenhurst is a welcoming community that includes everyone irrespective of race, 
gender or religion.

The Foodbank is  particularly in need of UHT juice, custard, cup a soup, jams 
and spreads and tinned potatoes.

In worship this week... 
...we have been thinking about how every choice has a consequence. Using the story of Jonah and the Whale, we will be 
exploring the importance of considering what the effect of the choices we make could be and how we can make powerful 
choices that are good for ourselves and for those around us. In the story, Jonah made the choice to disobey God ’s command 
and both he and the men on the boat he was traveling on were affected by the consequences. Jonah didn’t expect that his 
decision to run away would result in the men being caught in a storm and him being eaten by a whale. It is important that we 
consider what the effect the choices we make can be - not only for ourselves but for those around us.  
At school, we will be reflecting on this during the week and supporting each other to make powerful choices.
